MCI®-2061/MCI®-2061 P will 
degrade a wide range of 
hydrocarbons including (but 
not limited to) gasoline, diesel, 
crude oil, benzene, toluene, 
ethyl benzene, and xylene. The 
powder version, MCI®-2061 P, 
is ideal for use in applications 
where liquid cleaning solutions 
are less effective.

HOW IT WORKS

MCI®-2061/MCI®-2061 P are formulated with biodegradable surfactants and are used 
like other hard-surface cleaners. The initial cleaning action is due to the surfactant 
component of the product, and secondary cleaning action is due to the microor-
ganism component. The microorganisms in MCI®-2061/MCI®-2061 P are preserved 
bacterial spores that remain inactive until the product is applied. When MCI®- 2061/
MCI®-2061 P are used according to instructions, the spores germinate into active 
microorganisms. Spores that remain in the substrate after rinsing continue to de-
grade residual hydrocarbon constituents of the stain that weren’t removed in the 
initial cleaning process. Spores that are rinsed away will remain active and work to 
purify hydrocarbons in the rinse water. MCI®-2061/MCI®-2061 P are environmentally 
friendly alternatives that eliminate the need for harsh solvent-based and alkaline 
cleaners. With biodegradable surfactants, a neutral pH, no solvents, and no VOCs, 
MCI®-2061/MCI®-2061 P make it easy to maintain a cleaner and healthier facility.

APPLICATION

MCI®-2061 Liquid Version: 

MCI®-2061 is a concentrate that can be diluted prior to use. 
Dilution ratios:  

•	 For light stains/maintenance cleaning: dilute up to 
1:10 (10-12 oz per gal [75-90 mL/L]) with water.  

•	 For moderate soiling: dilute 1:4 (32 oz per gal [250 
mL/L]) with water. 

•	 For heavy-duty cleaning/deep stains: use undiluted or 
dilute 1:1 with water. 

Spray or pour MCI®-2061 on surface. Scrub with brush. 
Leave on for 30 minutes up to 24 hours (dwell time de-
pends on stain type, age and substrate). Rinse with water. 
Can use pressure washer if highly soiled. 

MCI®-2061 Powder Version:  

MCI®-2061 P can be applied wet or dry. 

Dry Application: Apply 1.5-3.0 oz/yd² (50–100 g/m²) over 
contaminated surface. Allow ambient moisture or light 
spraying to activate. Reapply after heavy contamination or 
rain. 

Wet Application: Mix 2.2 lbs (1 kg) of MCI®-2061 P with 5-8 
gals (20–30 L) of warm water. Stir gently and let stand for 
two hours. Apply with sprayer or pour directly. Allow 30 
minutes to 24 hours dwell time before rinsing or pressure 
washing. 

NOTE: For applications requiring dilution, the recommend-
ed dosage is 2 oz per gal (15 g/L) to ensure effective wetting 
and cleaning performance. 

Both Versions:  

After rinsing, the bacteria in the product will continue to 
provide residual cleanup on the hard surface as well as 
downstream in drain lines, sewer systems, grease traps, 
or holding tanks. In case of runoff restrictions, MCI®-2061/
MCI®-2061 P can be left on the hard surface overnight prior 
to manual rinsing or heavy rain. 

CONSIDERATIONS

Store in a cool, dry location. Stability has been verified over 
three freeze/thaw cycles without any issues. Do not drink. 
Avoid contact with eyes. For more information, see SDS.
